in Sighthill 11 are from an ethnic minority and 6 are asylum seekers 

in Govanhill 19 are from an ethnic minority and 1 is an asylum seeker

in East Pollokshields 48 are from an ethnic minority and 1 is an asylum seeker
in Ibrox 12 are from an ethnic minority and 2 are asylum seekers

in Hillhead and Woodlands 15 are from an ethnic minority and 1 is an
asylum seeker

Over 100 languages are spoken in Glasgow
Of 100 people
65 are Christian
3 are Muslim
2 follow another religion
22 don’t believe
8 won’t say

3 adults are problem alcohol users

34 adults smoke
22 adults are obese
Of 100 children (aged 13-15 years)
8 are regular smokers

9 had taken drugs in the last month

17 had drunk alcohol in last week

Out of 100 dwellings

50 are tenements

27 are houses

12 are multi storey flats or decks
 
11 are ‘4 in a block’
43 households are occupied by adults living alone

23 occupied by 2 adults

8 occupied by 3 or more adults

16 by two adults with children

10 by one adult with children

29 adults have no formal qualifications, 18 have a university degree

Almost 20 of 16-19 year olds are not in employment, education or training

2 have committed a violent crime in the last 3 years

39 women and 24 men feel unsafe walking in their neighbourhood after dark


57 live within 500m of a derelict site

86 rate the area they live in as good

20 adults are unemployed or too ill to work
15 do not have a bank account
25 people are income deprived

In 1971 34 worked in manufacturing jobs, by 2005 there were only 6
The hourly pay rate of the 10 best paid employees is 3 and a half times that of the 10 worst paid employees

21 work in distribution, hotels and restaurants

26 in banking, finance and insurance

32 in public administration, education and health

10 work in construction and manufacturing
6 in transport and communications

5 work in other services
56 households have no access to a car
33 travel to work or study by bus, train or taxi

1 cycles

3285 million vehicle kms were travelled in Glasgow in 2003, this is forecast to rise by 24% by 2021
